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18. Demonstracdo da coeréncia dos conteudos programadticos com os objetivos da
unidade curricular (méx.

A disciplina de Cultura dos Novos Média pretende se  r uma abordagem aos fendmenos
sociais emergentes da sociedade digital, em particu lar do papel diferenciado de suporte
que a Internet tem assumido. De facto, recentemente temos vindo a assistir a uma

disseminacédo e apropriacéo cultural dos novos media , particularmente com consolidag&o
da Internet como espaco central de projeccdo das re lagBes sociais do individuo,
possibilitando novas formas de participagdo publica e exigindo uma literacia propria.

Os objectivos da unidade curricular passam por comp reender as multiplas abordagens ao
estudo dos novos media, interpretando um modelo de diferenciacédo, e por identificar
diferentes manifestac6es da cibercultura.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives

The curricular unit of New Media Culture aims to be an approach to social phenomena
emerging from digital society, focusing in particul ar the distinct supporting role of the
Internet. In fact, recently we have been witnessing a cultural dissemination and
appropriation of new media, and the Internet emerge s as a projection of the social
relations of the individual, enabling new forms of public participation and demanding a
specific literacy.

The objectives of the course point out to an unders tanding of the multiple approaches to
the study of new media, interpreting theoretical mo dels of differentiation, and identifying
different manifestations of cyberculture.

19. Metodologias de ensino (avaliacado incluida) (méx. 1000 caracteres)

O desenvolvimento das competéncias previstas nesta unidade curricular é potenciado por
metodologias baseadas em sessdes expositivas e acti  vas, nas quais se explora a capacidade
dos alunos para ler e resumir informacéao bibliograf ica, de forma possibilitar o debate dos
contelidos programaticos.

A avaliacdo respeitara o estabelecido no regulament o Interno da Escola Superior de Educacéo,
pelo que os alunos poderao escolher uma das seguint  es modalidades: avaliagao continua ou
exame. A avaliagdo continua tomard em consideracgao a qualidade da participagéo nas aulas
(presenca e realizacéo dos trabalhos praticos) ea  classificagdo numa prova escrita.

O processo de avaliagdo de conhecimentos tera como eixo os trabalhos praticos realizados
(60%) e uma prova escrita de avaliacdo (40%). A ava liacdo por exame, a realizar no final do ano
lectivo, serd baseada na realizacdo de uma prova es crita, que versara sobre a totalidade do
programa.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation) (max. 1000 caracteres)

The development of the skills suggested in this cou rse is enhanced by teaching methods
based on expositive and active sessions, in which s tudents explore their ability to read
and summarize bibliographic information, in order t o debate about the issues in agenda.

The evaluation will respect internal regulations, s o that students can choose from the
following modes: continuous assessment or examinati on. Continuous assessment will
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take into account the quality of class participatio n (attendance and fulfillment of tasks)
and a written test.

The assessment process will classify the tasks perf ormed (60%) and a written test (40%).

The assessment by exam, is to be held at the end of  the school year, and will be based on
completion of a written test, which will focus on t he entire program.
